Before and After Photo Essay 

Objective:     Create altered photos with Photoshop, and a photo essay using power point presenter to present to class.  

You will need to take ten to twelve pictures with one of the digital cameras. Your goal is to use all of the techniques that we have discussed in class so far this year. Composition, framing, layering, subject treatment, and depth of field should be your prime objectives in planning your shots. You may take pictures of anything you want, except people, but keep in mind that you are trying to create the best photos possible. 

     Choose your five best pictures and use Photoshop to enhance them any way you want. This could include cropping, using color alterations, adding layers, effects, or filters. You do not have to do anything complicated, but your goal is to create a visually striking photograph that will impress your classmates. You may not add anything to the photo however, no clip art or portions of other photographs, no text, no backgrounds, no boarders. Do not alter the photo so much that it changes the entire picture to no value or unrecognizable.  
     When you finish your five chosen pictures, you will need to put them into a power point presentation that you will present to the class in order to receive a grade. This presentation must follow this format: Fifteen slides minimum, plus a title slide. The five pictures should be presented in groups of three, the first will be the original photo with its title, the second will list any and all changes that you may have made to it, and the third will contain only the altered photo itself. You will then do the same for the other four photos, original, description then the final picture. You may have more than one descriptive slide. You will also need to create a before and after sheet of your five pictures to be put in your portfolio. Pick one before and after photo to print, original photo on top half, and altered photo on bottom half (8.5 X 11)
     Grading for this project will be based on the following below:

 1. Quality of the photo.

 2. Amount of effort in its creation.

 3. Originality.

 An additional grade will be given by me on the quality and thoroughness of your presentation.
