Manual Exposure

Objective:  To capture a photograph that is in focus throughout the subject. This picture should consist of the following:

· Sharpness

· Clarity

· Correct exposure 

· Correct aperture value or F-stop
· Correct shutter speed set

In this mode you will set both shutter speed and aperture value (f-stop) as desired.  To determine the exposure, refer to the exposure level indicator in the viewfinder.

Directions: 

Take a picture of any subject that you feel is interesting, or appealing to yourself. Use the manual setting and adjust the camera to desired setting to obtain your shot.

· Set the mode dial to <M> manual setting

· Select the desired shutter speed by turning the dial to increase or decrease the shutter speed.

· Select the desired Aperture value by holding down the AV +/- button and turn the aperture value to increase or decrease the desired aperture value or f/stop.

· Focus the subject. 

· Press the shutter button down half way.

· The exposure setting will be displayed.

· The exposure level icon lets you see how far you are from the standard exposure level.

· Determine the F-stop 
· Set the desired F-stop (remember that the higher the F-stop value the smaller the hole which in turn would allow less light. This value is next to the brackets on the number of pictures left on the LCD screen
· Shoot.

When using the Manual setting, be sure to use the focus ring to focus in the subject. 

Using the Manual setting will take several shots to dial in your subject; feel free to take as many pictures it takes to dial in your desired subject.
