· Students in this class will be addressing topics that involve complex thinking and problem solving through the use of various methods.

· Students will develop a portfolio containing all of their projects, class work, homework, and labs.

· Students will be given a packet or a unit lab and begin after instruction and notes

· (Class work /Homework).

· Students will then begin construction on computer simulation software to prove their concepts true and that they work successfully.
· Students will then move on to real live circuits to prove that the simulation concepts work.  Students will use digital trainers with partners to complete each lab. Additional time may be required outside of class.
