Digital Photography II             Close-up picture
Mr. Smith
Objective:
Take a close up picture of an object or subject that is appealing or interesting to you.  This close-up picture will be part of your portfolio picture collection.

Setting to use- 
Use the Manual setting or the TV (Time Value) to obtain the shot that suit your needs or desire  

Directions:  

· Take 5-10 shots of the subject and delete any ones that are not of good composition, clarity, or that are out of focus. You should have minimum of 5 pics downloaded to computer of close up shot.  

· This shot should be taken as close as the camera will allow it. (Remember if the automatic focus keeps adjusting either move back or change the setting that is blinking and re-shoot.)

Take all pictures on large round setting to ensure high quality.

To ensure a high quality photo, use the tripod or fix yourself steady to obtain a perfect close-up shot.

TIPS:
Try to pick things that will catch the eye when photographed. A lightly colored butterfly sitting on a dark leaf. The red petals of a rose with green grass behind. Brown rust across the surface of a shiny piece of chrome. All of these things make very unusual photographs because most people don’t stop to look at them close.

For example, if you’re photographing a flower, you might choose to shoot it from down low, using the blue sky as your background, or you might want to take the picture with lots of other flowers behind it. Or maybe you want the flower to fill up the entire frame, without any other flowers or sky behind it at all. All of these pictures will look very different, and that’s because they all have a different composition.

Once you find something you’d like to photograph, go ahead and get close to it. Try to figure out what part of it looks best. Then try to figure out a good way to make the object fit in the photograph. How you chose to shoot your picture is called composition and it is very important for close-ups.  A good depth of field is just as important as well.  
Criteria for grading:

Originality:  How unique or unusual is the picture?  Did anyone else use the same picture?

Quality:  Is the picture well framed? Is it in Focus?  Does the background distract?

Overall Project:  Were all pictures presented well?  Were all instructions followed?

One contact sheet of 4 pictures and 1 picture of 8.5 X 11” full size is required for print!
