Photo Mosaic Project

Objective:  Create a mosaic picture using 30+ pictures of different colors and contrast.
Directions:  For this project we will be creating photo mosaics, pictures made up of hundreds of smaller pictures. In order to do this we will need to take about 30 pictures that span the entire color gamut. We will also be using a new software program called “Andrea Mosaic” that has been installed on your computers. 

Procedure:  Before starting this project you will need to open the program and read the entire user’s manual.
 Once you are familiar with how the program works you and your partner will need to take at least 30 pictures, the more you take, the better the outcome. Get your assigned camera and card and set the camera’s picture size to small. This will allow you to take many more pictures and create smaller files for the program. Take pictures, they can be of anything you want, but you need to have as wide as range of colors as possible. Be sure to have the four basic colors, blue, green, yellow, and red. Don’t forget whites, grays and blacks for contrast.
     Once you have all of your pictures, put them in the folder you made on the Tech drive (make new folder). Both you and your partner need to take your own pictures to be placed in your own folder. Follow the instructions in Andrea Mosaic to create three mosaics each, they all need to be different. 

Total Points for this project:

10 points for each of the three Mosaic = 30pts.

Final Mosaic picture creation = 20 pts.

This project will be graded upon how well the pictures make up the mosaic….number of pictures used to create project, and how well the colors match the document.
