Light Distortion-Time exposure
Objective:  To capture a photograph using the manual setting, a long exposure time, (BULB) and use the effect of light to distort or create an image. (Bright lights in dark areas work best) 
 Directions:

1. Use the Manual setting in the advanced mode dial. (set lens to MF)
2. Adjust the dial to bulb to set the desired exposure time. To adjust for aperture value on the manual setting you have to hold down the AV button and use the dial to set desired f/stop value.  Shutter speed can also be changed to accommodate for the desired values needed.
3. Use a bright light (ex. Computer monitor LED, flash light) to obtain the distorted or long exposure 
4. Capture a photograph that has been exposed for a long time (5-10 seconds) using a bright light as a focus point.

5. Once the exposure time has been set and the photograph has been taken, move the light in a way that will create an image.  You should get a photo that has the effect of the light trailing or moving to create a design or distortion.  Use your own style of movement of light to create your own style image.
6. Changing the settings to obtain this type of distorted image may require many shots to capture the desired image. 
Tip: 

The longer the amount of exposure time will help aid you in distorting the image. This amount of time should be set to your desired or wanted image.  The longer the amount of time of exposure the longer you will have to distort or create an image.
