Shutter Speed/TV setting project
Objective:  Take a picture using the TV setting.  Capture a photo that has moving subjects or objects,
                    and try to slow down or freeze the subject.  The faster the subject is moving the higher shutter 
                    speed you will need.  Create variations of 4 images of a subject moving on one document.
Directions: 

Take a picture of any subject that you feel is interesting, or appealing to yourself. Use the TV setting and adjust the camera to desired shutter speed to obtain your shot.
· Set the mode dial to <TV> Time Value

· Select the desired shutter speed by turning the dial to increase or decrease the shutter speed.

· Select the desired ISO speed by holding down the ISO- button and turn the Dial to increase or decrease the desired ISO speed.

· Focus the subject. 

· Press the shutter button down half way.

· The exposure setting will be displayed.

· The exposure level icon lets you see how far you are from the standard exposure level.

· The F-stop is automatically set 

· Shoot. ----Four different setting shots showing variations of that subject using different shutter speeds
When Using the TV setting, be sure to capture an object or subject that is in motion.  Be creative and try to pick a subject that is interesting.  Print out 4 different images in equal size on one sheet of paper 8.5” X 11” …..Using the bridge in Photoshop... output…making columns and rows of 2X2….8.5X 11 in size.
