Panoramic creation
Definition-
Panoramic photography is a style of photography that aims to create images with an exceptionally wide field of view, but has also erroneously come to refer to any photograph that is cropped to a relatively wide aspect ratio (see Panoramic format) While there is no formal definition for the point at which "wide-angle" leaves off and "panoramic" begins, truly panoramic image are thought to capture a field of view comparable to, or greater than, that of the human eye - about 160° by 75°
Objective: Create a panoramic view picture of an area with a large field of view
Directions:  Using one of the lab cameras, set up the camera with a tripod or from a fixed position, and take several shots by panning the camera to make up your panoramic photograph.  Pick a scene that is appealing to you, and take shots that will overlap each picture, overlapping each shot of about quarter of an inch of the frame.  Each individual shot must be at the same height in order for the shots to line up before editing.
· Setting up the panoramic picture with Photoshop merging procedures:
· First open up Photo Shop CS and click on file>automate>Photomerge…
· Next Load your 4- 8 photos through the browse tab.  Once the pictures have been found, click on the desired photos that you have taken to create your panoramic photo.  Use the generic or automatic setting first but  try other layouts for different effects.  
· After the panoramic is complete and you have saved it to your Tech file, open up Photoshop and make sure that the photo is merged correctly and make any minor changes that are needed, example: brightness and contrast, curves, cropping, etc.
Printing procedures:

Open a new document in Photoshop> size 11”X17” 300 resolution.  Use landscape by rotating image.  Place the panoramic document on this size document for print.  Scale to fit media is needed.  Make sure the correct paper size is in the printer before clicking print.  

Grading will be determined on correct printing procedures, quality, originality, correct merging of pictures and all qualities that make a quality photo. Ex. sharpness, in focus, contrast, etc.
